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Information for
Disabled Visitors

Goodwood welcomes persons with disability to the
Goodwood Revival. We have a range of dedicated
facilities across the event site especially designed to
meet the needs of visitors with impaired mobility,
enabling you to catch all the action and experience
the event to the full. We hope that you have a
wonderful weekend at Goodwood.

FACILITIES
Road Signs

On approaching the event site, standard yellow AA road signs,
marked with the symbol for disabled visitors, will direct you to the
dedicated disabled car parks.

Car Parks

There is a dedicated car park for disabled visitors. A free courtesy
vehicle service operates from the car park and will take you directly
to the entrance of the event.

Returning to your car

The courtesy vehicle service will deliver you back to the car parks at
any time during the event. You can book a courtesy vehicle either at
Shopmobility which is based in the Revival Car Show, or at the
Information Office at Gate 1. Your driver will then collect you and
return you to your car. The courtesy cars shuttle between 07:00hrs
—20:00hrs.

Shopmobility

Electric and manual wheelchairs are available to hire from
Shopmobility, which is based by Gate 14. They are open from
08:00hrs - 18:00hrs. For further information about the facilities

Temporary Access

Disabled visitors should be aware that the Goodwood Motor Circuit
site uses some gravel paths. Although we endeavour to maintain
good conditions underfoot please be aware that there may be
uneven ground. There are few permanent roadways around the
perimeter of the site. We lay over 6km of temporary roads to ease
movement around the event and within the car parks. Please note all
the car parks are also on grassland.

Dedicated Viewing Platforms

There are two dedicated viewing platforms within the Motor Circuit.
One is located adjacent to the Startline Grandstand opposite
Pedestrian Gate 2 and the second is adjacent to the Chicane
Grandstand opposite the large video screen, (which is covered).

Large Viewing Screens

For ease of viewing, across the event site, there are five large outdoor
video screens. The screens will be showing ontrack and air display
footage and are situated; opposite the Chicane; opposite the March
Grandstand; opposite Madgwick; at Lavant Corner and on the Lavant
Straight.

Battery Re-Charging

All battery re-charging facilities for wheelchairs are located within the
Revival Car Show. In addition the viewing platforms also have battery
recharging facilities.

Toilets

There are eight disabled toilets, one at each of the following main
toilet block areas: Pedestrian Gate 2 behind the Startline Grandstand;
at Madgwick Corner; Lavant Corner; Spitfire Café, SuperShell Lawn;
Hurricane Cafe; the Brooklands Lawn adjacent to the Motor Circuit
assembly area; adjacent to the Bonhams auction and one further unit
is located within the transporter park at car park E along with the
disabled shower unit. There are also disabled toilets in the disabled
car park, car park B (east), car park C and car park D. Please note that
at the Goodwood Revival a number of the disabled toilets use the
Radar Key system, if you do not have a key please see the information
listed below. Keys will also be available from the attendants at the
Toilets. (if you require assistance and no one is available please call
07507 915177). You may also obtain a Radar Key from the
Information Offices. Please be aware that the keys must be returned
after use.

First Aid Facilities

Provision has been made for any medical or first aid incident; first aid
points are located throughout the site; South East Coast Ambulance
Service provide this cover. There are several doctors on call
throughout the event site; they can be contacted at the Information

Office, or via any Goodwood staff member, who will be able to
ensure that a doctor is directed to you straight away. There are three
Treatment Centres, Treatment Centre 1 behind the Chicane
Grandstand, Treatment Centre 2 next to Earl’s Court motor show
and Treatment Centre 3 at Lavant Corner. Each Treatment Centre has
a Doctor and Nurse. There is an on-site pharmacy providing a
consultation service, emergency prescriptions, medicines, toiletries,
suntan lotion and earplugs, located next to the Treatment Centre 1,
behind the Chicane Grandstand.

Camping Facilities

The campsite at the event is fully equipped to meet the needs of
visitors with disability, with disabled toilet and shower. This needs to
be booked prior to the event by phoning the ticket office on 01243
755055.

THE ACTION

Paddocks
Each of the main paddock areas is accessible to our disabled visitors.
The paddocks are built on tarmac or temporary roadway.

Paddock Enclosure
House most of the single seaters and the sports racing cars. Access
is by Paddock Pass.

Outer Paddock
Houses the saloon cars, sports and GT cars plus the formula juniors.
Unrestricted access.

Motorcycle Paddock
Houses all the motorcycles in Barry Sheene Memorial Trophy.
Unrestricted access. All paddocks are in the infield.

Transport Corp

Once on site you are able to take advantage of our Transport Corp,
made up of exotic vehicles from the past. Feel free to request their
services if you wish to visit other areas of the event like Madgwick or
Lavant Corners. Please appreciate that not all the vehicles are suitable
for disabled visitors and do not meet modern standards with regard
to restraint and access. The Transport Corp is located on the grass
verge by Gate 1, alternatively you can request their assistance from
either of the Information Offices at Gate 1 or Richmond Lawn.
